§ 24. Supplementary rules for groups with water activities.

1. A group should seek approval as a Sea Scout group if they own or (for a longer time) loan/hire any type of boat/canoe/kayak. Also if any branch of the group intends to have water activities on a regular basis.

2. Sea Scout groups shall as an extra member of their group committee elect a safety representative. This person shall be over 18 and not a member of the leader group. 6 year rule does not apply.

3. The group committee is responsible for seeing that DDS’s rules for water activities are obeyed. They can, with permission from DDS, replace life jackets with buoyancy aids.

4. The group committee sets rules for maximum and minimum crew for each type of boat and who may sail where and when.

5. Register all boats with DDS each year before the start of the sail season or immediately on acquiring a new boat. Boat registration certificate should be signed by the group committee chairperson, safety member and group/branch leader. DDS will return the certificates after they have been seen by DDS’s safety representative.
